Annual Report 2024

Dear Members,

| am pleased to present the 46th Annual Report of the Sree Narayana Guru Mission
(Mission) of the UK for the financial year ending 315t December 2024. On behalf of the
Executive Committee (EC), | would like to express our sincere gratitude to all members
for entrusting both myself and the EC with the responsibility of overseeing the
management of the charity throughout 2024.

The current elected EC members took the responsibility on 15t November 2024. A good
teamwork within the existing committee was maintained.

The EC continued to run our Education Centre, providing affordable supplementary
education to the community. The education centre operates solely on voluntary
service, with a few dedicated volunteers who consistently work hard to recruit students
and manage the administration of the centre. While managing both students and
teachers presents its own set of challenges due to limited manpower, these volunteers
remain committed to ensuring the centre’s success. Their tireless efforts in canvassing
for students and their strong teamwork deserve immense appreciation. Despite the
many hardships, this dedicated team has succeeded in turning the education centre
into a surplus venture. This achievement aligns perfectly with the teachings of the
Guru, who emphasized that true progress comes through education and that
knowledge is meant to be shared.

In addition to our ongoing weekly Exercise classes for the elderly, which continue with
the support of Newham Council, we are pleased to announce the introduction of new
classes aimed at promoting health and wellness. Twice a month, we now offer Yoga,
Meditation, and Zumba classes for women of all ages. These classes are designed to
foster well-being and encourage greater participation from women across the
community.

Furthermore, our Yoga classes at Southall remain a key offering and continue to
attract regular attendance, supporting the physical and mental well-being of our
members

The Wildflower Project was successfully completed following a one-year extension
granted at no additional cost. An interpretation board bearing SNGM details has been
installed in the park. Mission played a pivotal role in project management, while most
tasks were executed by the Parks Team of the London Borough of Newham (LBN). In
collaboration with LBN, Mission was responsible for the joint design and creation of
the meadows, as well as the coordination of various activities. However, Mission was

e
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unable to coordinate one public engagement day due to insufficient public liability
insurance (due to restrictions of our current insurance). For its project management
services, Mission received a fee of £2,410 and we returned £1,968 of unspent funds
to the council. Future seed sowing efforts to ensure the meadows reach full bloom will
be undertaken by the Parks Team.

Study Class with Swami Tyageeswaran

Swami Tyageeswaran of the Narayana Gurukula, Varkala has been conducting online
classes on the study of Darsanamala on Saturday mornings with active participation
from Canada, Germany, North India, Kerala, Singapore as well as from a number of
locations in and around London. Students regularly look forward to each week’s
‘Darsanamala’. This is Narayana Guru’s final work dedicated in Sanskrit and consists
of 10 Darsans. Each Darsan is a unique vision with 10 verses each. All 10 Darsans
comes together to create a garland of visions. Each week one verse is considered.
The commentaries of the successive Gurus: Nataraja Guru, Guru Nitya Chaitanya Yati
and Guru Muni Narayana Prasad in English and Malayalam have been invaluable in
preparing for the commentary that Swami Tyageeswaran gives at the start of each
class. Swami’s words are always inspirational. Every class member has an opportunity
to say what they understand and ask for clarifications. In this way, each week the class
lasts for around 2 to 2.5 hours. The Darsanamala study class ended middle of
December 2024. This was a vast subject and one round of study gave a basic
understanding - such is the depth of Guru’s words. In 2025 we have embarked on the
‘Bhagavad Gita’ and the class size has increased. It is proving to be fun, informational,
inspirational and invaluable as the previous studies.

An unprecedented event

The Mission unfortunately experienced a Burglary at our office during the evening of
February 13th and the early hours of February 14th, 2024. The thieves gained access
to the ground floor by forcibly removing the rear security door, along with the steel
door frame. During the break-in, significant damage was evident to cabinets that were
forcibly opened in their search for valuables.

Regrettably, the thieves managed to steal the donation box (Undiyal) from the Pooja
room, along with its contents. Fortunately, nothing else was taken. Our insurance
company has since replaced the steel security door.

We are thankful that no one was harmed during this incident and only suffered minimal
financial loss. Although there was cosmetic damage to the rear foyer, the rest of the
building, including the Pooja room, remained untampered. In light of this breach, all
Mission activities had to be temporarily suspended until the security measures were
fully restored.

The Executive Committee would like to extend its heartfelt gratitude to all our members
for their understanding and support during these unprecedented and challenging
times. Your patience and solidarity have been invaluable as we worked to restore
security and continue with our community activities.

Guru Jayanthi Celebration

Sree Narayana Guru’s 170th birthday was celebrated by the charity successfully on
Saturday 7" September 2024. Back in January 2024, the Executive Committee made
a firm decision to book a large hall externally to celebrate Gurudevan’s auspicious
birthday on a larger scale than in recent years. Planning amongst a few key officials
and members began soon after that, with school halls and town halls in both East
Ham, llford, and Barking being visited for suitability assessments. Weekly planning
meetings started in the first week of March and continued till September. This proved
to be very useful for the Guru Jayanthi Committee (GJC) team, to track steady
progress and as critical issues, especially ones financially related, were resolved
efficiently after detailed discussions. As door-to-door fundraising was a key task for
the event, membership team played a key part in the management of membership list
updates and fund collections.

By the end of May, the team confirmed the venue to be Eastbury School Hall in
Barking. A draft of the event programme, together with a budget not exceeding £10.5k
was then presented by the team to the EC for approval and dedicated fund collections
started around the beginning of June, giving us ample period to contact and meet our
members and sponsors. A steering committee was set up to contact potential new
sponsors, explore new income streams and efforts ran parallel to the normal
membership reliant fundraising activities. Results surpassed original targets as can be
evidenced in the accounts.

The 7-hour programme of high-quality entertainments, with a detailed time-lined
schedule, started at 3:00 pm with prayer.

10. Reserves
Reserves are analysed under the headings
Unrestricted, and Restricted funds

11. Restricted funds
These are funds which have been given to SNGM
for specific purposes by donors

12. Fixed asset reserve

The Fixed asset reserve absorbs the timing
differences arising from the different arrangements
for accounting for the consumption of non-current
assets and for financing the acquisition, construction
or enhancement of those assets for the provision of
services. The Account is debited with the cost of
acquisition, construction or enhancement as
depreciation, impairment losses and amortisations
are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities.

13. General reserves

The Executive Committee, with the approval of the
members may undertake certain activities the
proceeds from which, together with donations and
funds from other sources, are taken to the General
Reserves.

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Annual Report 2023

Dear Members

| am delighted to present the 45th annual report of the Sree Narayana Guru Mission
(Mission) of the UK for the financial year ending on December 31, 2023. On behalf of
the elected executive committee, | extend my gratitude to all members for entrusting
both myself and the Executive Committee (EC) with the responsibility of overseeing
the management of the Charity throughout 2023.

The current elected EC members took the responsibility on 01 October 2023. This is
the first time a female member has taken the General Secretary (GS) role. The EC
can also boast more female members to support the committee this year than ever
before. A good teamwork within the existing committee was maintained. | sincerely
hope | can inspire other women to become General Secretaries.

The EC continued to run our Education Centre providing subsidised supplementary
education to the community. After lengthy deliberations in the EC over the dwindling
surpluses, an overhaul of the service was carried out and subsequently, the EC
decided to continue the service with regular monitoring for any adverse trends. We
presented cash prize to Shreya Roy for achieving top grades for GCSE.

In addition to our regular exercise classes, we started Yoga and Zumba classes for
women of all ages twice a month. The regular weekly Exercise classes for the elderly
continues with the support of Newham council. Yoga classes at Southall also
continues to be run.

Guruprabha’s Thiruvathira team won the runner up trophy in the London Kalabhavan
Thiruvathira competition. This is a significant achievement considering that they had
participants from all over UK.

We also conducted a felicitation for Mr Manambur Suresh (life member and ex EC
official) for the release of his book “Ray to London Festival”

Pooja rituals that take place in the Guru pooja room can now be viewed on monitors

installed in the hall downstairs. This is useful for people who find it difficult to make
their way to the pooja room and also if the pooja room is filled to capacity.
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The committee organised a pilgrimage to Skanda Vale temple in Wales. Skanda Vale
represents no single culture or faith but stands for the universal human values of
Sathya (truth), Dharma (right conduct), Shanti (peace), Prema (love) and Ahimsa (non-
violence), a very fitting set of values for Sree Narayana Guru devotees. The trip was
a grand success in spite of the bad weather. We are still getting enquiries to organise
another trip to the same destination this year as well.

One of the major events that we organised this year was the “Gurukulam Centenary”
Celebration. Thie event was led by our Gurudharma subcommittee.

Our Wildflower Project that we undertook in partnership with the Newham council and
the Green Street Community Neighbourhood was successful. We have managed to
create an area for Wildflower within Priory Park with a signboard with SNGM emblem
which will be seen by community for generations. The area has also been partitioned
off as we requested to help wildflowers to thrive.

We thank Dr Sarasan once again for all his hard work in securing the funding and of
course the Newham council and the councillors who helped with the project
administration for SNGM.

We also introduced a “Going Green strategy”. In keeping with Guru’s principles, we
embraced the change by reducing carbon emission and waste to create a better
environment. Dr. Hena Vijayan, Dr. Nethaji, Mr.Arjun Divakaran and Mr Sanal
Madhavan took the initiative to give talks on the impact of climate change to the
members. As a result, we have installed Water filter to avoid buying bottled drinking
water and started using reusable plates and cups instead of plastic.

We also introduced a new concept of Preloved Item Sale. Members generously
donated to the event including clothes, electronics, plants etc. The money raised was
donated to the mission fund. In the same event we also introduced Card Payment
(wireless) which was well received by all as it made payments and donation
transactions quick and easy.

We organised a Food tasting Event, early this year where people brought their
vegetarian food for the competition. We had savoury and sweet categories. The
markings were done by the two popular Chefs, namely Mr Shibu Kumar and Mr
Santhosh.

Gurudharma — One of the major events that we organised this year was the

“Gurukulam Centenary” Celebration. As part of the SNGM celebration of the Narayana
Gurukula Centenary, we decided to exhibit Andrew Larkin’s 100 illuminations of
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Atmopadesashatakam. This was inspired by the exhibition held during the annual
Guru Puja in August 2023, at the Island Gurukula Aranya, Bainbridge Island,
Washington, USA where one hundred illustrations were individually pinned to a white
backing board to highlight each illumination with minimal distraction.

A full year depreciation is charged in the year of
disposal and none in the year of acquisition. The
carrying value of tangible fixed assets is reviewed
for impairment when events and or changes in
circumstances indicate the carrying value may not
be recoverable.

4. Intangible fixed assets

5. Cash Flow Statement
The executive committee has taken advantage of the
exemption in Financial Reporting Standard No 1
(revised) from including a cash flow statement in the
financial statements on the basis that the charity is
small.

The Trustees hold title to the land and buildings
used by the SNGM.

3. Depreciation

Reserves are analysed under the headings
Unrestricted, and Restricted funds

11. Restricted funds
These are funds which have been given to SNGM
for specific purposes by donors

12. Fixed asset reserve

The Fixed asset reserve absorbs the timing
differences arising from the different arrangements
for accounting for the consumption of non-current
assets and for financing the acquisition, construction
or enhancement of those assets for the provision of
services. The Account is debited with the cost of
acquisition, construction or enhancement as
depreciation, impairment losses and amortisations
are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities.

13. General reserves

A reserve
created out of donations received from members
and other well-wishers to support the purchase of a
centre in Croydon for Sree Narayana Guru
Mission. Use of this reserve is restricted for the
purchase of new centre with the approval of the
Executive Committee.

Education Services reserve . Areserve
has been created for providing educational services

and the balance on this reserve is accumulated from
previous years. This reserve is restricted to support
running education services for the community.

Capital Receipts reserve : A reserve has
been set aside for any major works for Sree
Narayana Guru Mission’s fixed assets mainly
accumulated from member’s monthly
contributions.

Building fund reserve : Reserve is set
aside for the use of further expansion to current
land & buildings.

Disaster Aid reserve : Set aside to
support people suffering from natural disasters or
other types of emergencies. The funds will be
released to deserving cases subject to review and
approval by the executive committee.

Annual Report 2022

Dear Members

| am pleased to present the 44th annual report of the Sree Narayana Guru Mission
(Mission) of the UK for the fiscal year ending on December 31, 2022. On behalf of the
elected executive committee, | extend my gratitude to all members for entrusting both
myself and the Executive Committee (EC) with the responsibility of overseeing the
management of the Charity throughout 2022.

Following the approval of the EC for 2021 during the last Annual General Meeting
(AGM), our term continued into the current year. The initial months of 2022 were
marked by the ongoing challenges posed by the Covid-19 pandemic, leading to
limitations on our activities and services during this period. This year also brought a
significant loss with the passing of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II. In recognition of
this global moment of mourning, we respectfully chose to cancel our scheduled Onam
and Gurujayanthi celebrations for 2022.

Building & Maintenance — The refurbishment of our Croydon centre was successfully
completed by January, and the centre was officially reopened for monthly pooja
ceremonies starting in February 2022. The building now boasts enhanced facilities,
including a new WC and kitchen area, upgraded flooring with underfloor heating, a
modern suspended ceiling with integrated lighting, and new seating arrangements.

Our deep gratitude goes to Mr. Sabulal Bahuleyan (Thalam Property Services) for his
support and for offering the premises at a discounted rental rate for our Croydon
centre. Thanks to Mr. Sabulal's generosity, we were also able to install a magnificent
Guru statue crafted in Kerala and subsequently shipped to the UK. Additionally, we

Editorial - Our gratitude goes out to Mr. Rob Sackett for his valuable assistance in
maintaining our website. Although we are currently encountering certain technical
obstacles, we are collaborating closely with Rob to find solutions. In the long run, we
have a plan to transition to a more advanced platform that will facilitate simpler content
management, allowing someone from the Committee to take control.

The Mission's Facebook page was consistently updated with information about
mission events and other pertinent news. Additionally, we initiated new accounts on
Instagram and Twitter under the handle "sngmuk".

Finance - The past couple of years have posed considerable challenges due to the
absence of revenue-generating services such as supplementary education programs,
hall rentals, or other fundraising events. While these services have now resumed, it
will take some time to build momentum and generate surplus funds. Despite this
situation, we achieved success in obtaining a grant of approximately £19,000 from
Newham Council for a project focused on establishing wildflower areas within Priory
Park.

We extend our appreciation to Mr. Sarasan Viswambaran for his dedication in securing
this grant, particularly after navigating a rigorous selection process imposed by the
council. Our gratitude also goes to the Council staff and members of the Greenstreet
Community neighbourhood for their supportive role. This funding was allocated from
the community fund.

Furthermore, we introduced a card payment facility, enhancing the flexibility for our
benefactors to make donations.

Women's Forum — With the support of Newham Council, we have successfully resumed
our exercise sessions at our centre. Additionally, a subset of the women's forum group
has continued their daily prayer sessions via Zoom, providing essential support for the
physical and mental well-being of our elder members. The Women's Forum also
achieved a significant milestone by effectively coordinating the celebrations for
International Women's Day in 2022. Our special gratitude is extended to Mrs
Valsamma Thankappan, who joined the EC in an ex-officio capacity, providing
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advisory guidance to the women’s forum lead Mrs Usha Prasobh and Mrs Sivasailaja
Dharmaseelan

Strategy & Planning - During the AGM conducted on February 5th, 2018, a set of
proposals aimed at altering the organizational structure and transitioning to the status
of an Incorporated Charity (specifically, the CIO Association model) was endorsed by
the attending members. Regrettably, these initiatives encountered some hurdles in
terms of advancement. At present, we are engaged in reassessing the situation and

are committed to carrying forward this effort into 2023. Our ongoing focus involves
revisiting and refining the Constitution and the framework for governance.

Annual Report 2021

Dear Members

| am delighted to present the 43rd annual report of Sree Narayana Guru Mission
(Mission) of the UK for the financial year ending 31st December 2021. On behalf of
the elected executive committee, | would like to thank all the members for entrusting
myself and the Executive Committee (EC) for the management of the Charity during
2021.

The 2021 committee took office in September 2021. It was the first time in Mission’s
history that we conducted an AGM as a hybrid meeting with some members joining us
via Zoom, in addition to those attended in person at Mission centre. This marks a new
beginning to the functioning of the mission moving forward. Due to the continued
constraints of Covid 19, our activities and services for the remainder of the term in
2021 was limited. However, we have planned a stepped recommencement of all
mission services from Early 2022 and this EC shall continue to work closely with
members, other organisations, and councils to ensure the safeguard of our
benefactors are given utmost priority.

As you know the restrictions due to the COVID-19 pandemic continued most part of
2021. In the best interest of the safety of the public, the committee conducted a regular
review of the situation and continued the decision to suspend all centre-based
activities and social gathering. This affected most of the services that Mission offered.

Gurudharma - Committee decided to restart pooja during weekends from 25th April,
conducted by Mr Suresh Kumar Gangadharan, Mr Arun Peethambaran and Mr
Giridharan Vidhyadharan. As the lockdown eased on public gathering, we reopened
the mission centre to the public from Gurujayanthi day on 23rd August 2021. The
monthly pooja at Eastham centre resumed on 5th September 2021, after almost 18
months of lockdown. Gurujayanthi was celebrated at the mission on 19th September
2021 after 2 years. As part of the celebration Mr Sanal Madhavan and Mr Jason
Suresh presented chapters 1 to 5 of 'Pure Philosophy Simplified for Youth' written by
Muni Narayana Prasad. Mission also presented copies of the book to all the health
professionals who conducted the SNGM health-talks during the Covid lockdown.

East Ham Centre Pooja which recommenced in September, however was ceased later
in the year due to increasing Covid cases.

Croydon centre remained closed to the public during COVID lockdown, however we
also wish to thank Mr Shaji Vasudevan & family for conducting and sponsoring Special
Pooja for Guru Jayanthi, Guru Samadhi, and Sivarathri events despite the travel
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difficulties. We wish to thank Mr Shaji Vasudevan for his dedication to the Croydon
Centre. He volunteers his services unconditionally to conduct daily and special poojas
and donates fresh flowers and garlands. His service to the Croydon Centre continues
to prove invaluable and we are truly blessed to have a devotee like him.

Membership- Committee initiated a drive to contact some of the elder members of the
mission who had been locked in at home and also utilised this opportunity to update
the contact details in the membership data. Mr V. Muraleedharan, Mr G Sasikumar,
Subash Sadasivan, Mr G Sureshkumar. Mrs Usha Prasobh, Mr Pravin Vijay all
supported this activity in EastHam. Mr Subash Sadasivan also assisted in getting the
membership data updates. Mr Kishore and Mr Thankaraj coordinated this for Croydon
and Southall.

Social & Arts - We celebrated Gurujayanthi celebrations in 2021 after 2 years. This saw
huge participation and we were humbled by the sheer support we received from our
members and well-wishers. The event was broadcasted live on mission’s YouTube
channel. We would like to thank Mr Sherin Sathyaseelan (IMAGE digital media) and
Mr Sanal Madhavan for helping us with the technical support for the event. We also
like to thank Mr Damodaran Prakash and Mr Satheesh Kumar who helped with the
sound and lighting for the event. We like to thank each and every performer and artists
who supported to make the event a much memorable event for many, especially as
this was the first major social event at the mission premise after a gap of around 18
months.

We also planned Christmas celebrations, however had to cancel the event at the last
minute due to the increasing COVID cases. We are thankful to the performers who
were looking forward to the event and had been rehearsing for weeks. We plan to
have an event around Easter time in 2022, and this event will be to celebrate Vishu
and Easter together.

We value the great deal of effort by Mr V. Muraleedharan in 2020 to plan/schedule an
Ireland trip, which had to be postponed, however due to the continued travel
uncertainties in Europe the committee made the difficult decision to cancel the 2021
trip as well. We would like to thank Harry Shaw Coaches for their support during these
difficult times by agreeing to refund the deposit in full. We also like to thank those who
booked and paid for the trip and look forward to your continued support and
participation in the postponed trip planned for 2022.

We also continued our COVID support activities in 2021 although at a much smaller
scale. We made a contribution of Indian Rupees %1,72,219 to Kerala Chief Minister's
Distress Relief Fund.

Building & Maintenance - Our Eastham centre had a major refurbishment work in 2021.
The works carried out were replacement of front entrance doors, LED backlit sign
board, back entrance fire door, 10 double glazed windows, carpets replaced in prayer
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room and stage, flooring repaired and flooring in main hall replaced. We thank Mr Arun
Peethambaran who voluntarily spent over 3 weeks during his time off work and
weekends to complete painting work of Mission's Hall and prayer room. Ex-President
Mr Sasikumar , Ex-Secretary Mr Suresh Dharmarajan & Mr Jyothiprakash took the
lead in managing and overseeing the works until completion.

We also ensured that the premises were made COVID safe as best as we could. Any
person who entered the premises was mandated to wear a mask, temperature checks
taken and ensure they used sanitisers. We also ensured those who accessed the
premise would either sign in with their NHS COVID app, or register their names

We are also grateful to Mr Sajeev Divakaran and the rest of his family who agreed a
major donation to commence refurbishment work in Croydon. We are also thankful to
a number of other donors in Croydon and other parts of the UK, who contributed to
the refurbishment costs. The work commenced in November 2021 and is expected to
continue until early 2022. The planned work includes building a new WC and kitchen
area, refurbishing and relocating the pooja area, replacing the wooden floor with solid
concrete with underfloor heating, new suspended ceiling with lighting and new chairs.

We like to thank Mr Sreekumar (Anand Media) for provision of IPTV with Malayalam
channels to our centre at East Ham and Croydon.

We thank Mr Sabulal Bahuleyan (Thalam Property Services) for his continued support
and providing the premises at a discounted rental for our Croydon centre and also
supporting with a contribution to the refurbishment work. Mr Sabulal has also pledged
to sponsor the cost of a Guru statue manufactured in Kerala costing around Indian
Rupees %1,00,000. This project is expected to be completed late early 2022.

Editorial - We like to thank Mr Rob Sackett who supported us in the maintenance of
the website. Also, we had some technical challenges, we tried to keep the website up
and running during the lockdown. Mission history and some other key content were
updated. We target redevelopment of the website in 2022, where the Committee will
have more control over the content management and also enhance the website to be
able to publish documents, videos and other relevant artefacts.

Mission Facebook page was kept updated regularly with mission events and other
relevant updates.

Committee also procured a Zoom conferencing facility and look forward to using this
as we plan to recommence education and other services, which ceased due to the
COVID lockdown restrictions.

Finance - The past couple of years has been quite challenging due to the lack of any
fund generating services like supplementary education services, hall hire or other
fundraising events. Although there wasn’t any income, we still had considerable funds
for building maintenance. We are grateful for the grant issued by Newham council
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£11,574 which helped us to cover some of these. We look forward to recommence the
services from early 2022 although we realise this would be an uphill challenge as we
would need to start all these afresh. We also received £3,440 as part of gift aid
reclaim.

Women's Forum - We are pleased that although we went through some difficult times,
our women’s forum members remained supportive and positive. We continued the
exercise sessions via Zoom supported by Newham council. Some of the women’s
forum group initiated a daily prayer session via zoom to support the physical and
mental well-being of some of the elder members. Women’s forum has also been
instrumental in some of the COVID fund raising which continued in 2021 as well and
we like to thank you all for your donations.

1. Accounting basis.
The financial statements have been prepared under
the historical cost convention, modified to include

Statement of Executive Committee and
Treasurer’s responsibilities

In preparing the accounts the Executive committee
and Treasurer are required to comply with the
requirements of the Statement of Recommended
Practice (SORP) - Accounting and Reporting by
Charities SORP 2015 issued in October 2014
e observe the Accounts Direction issued by
the members, including the relevant
accounting and disclosure requirements,
and apply suitable accounting policies on a
consistent basis; make judgements and
estimates on a reasonable basis;
state whether applicable accounting
standards as set out in the Statement of
Recommended Practice (SORP) have been
followed, and disclose and explain any
material departures in the financial
statements; and Prepare the financial
statements on a going concern basis.

The members of SNGM have a designated
Treasurer for the SNGM. The responsibilities of
the Treasurer are, including responsibility for the
propriety and regularity of the finances for which
the Treasurer is answerable, for keeping proper
records and for safeguarding the SNGM’s assets.

the revaluation of certain fixed assets, and in
accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard
for Smaller Entities (effective January 2015).
The statements have also been prepared in
accordance with the Statement of Recommended
Practice (SORP) - Accounting and Reporting by
Charities SORP 2015 issued in October 2014

2. Land and buildings
The Trustees hold title to the land and buildings
used by the SNGM. As required by FRS102,
existing buildings and their associated land used for
fundraising, administration or accommodation
purposes were valued and capitalised on the
Balance Sheet at 31 December 2021 (Note 17).
Subsequent additions are included initially at cost.

3. Depreciation
Capital items costing more than £500 are
capitalised as fixed assets. Depreciation is provided
on all fixed assets, at rates calculated to write off
the cost or valuation, less estimated residual value,
of each asset evenly over its expected useful life.

A full year depreciation is charged in the year of
disposal and none in the year of acquisition. The
carrying value of tangible fixed assets is reviewed
for impairment when events and or changes in
circumstances indicate the carrying value may not
be recoverable.

4. Intangible fixed assets
There are no intangible assets held by SNGM.

5. Cash Flow Statement
The executive committee has taken advantage of the
exemption in Financial Reporting Standard No 1
(revised) from including a cash flow statement in the
financial statements on the basis that the charity is
small.

6. Income
Income is recognised in the period to which it
relates, unless specified otherwise by the funder.

Project funding is, in general, repayable if not
expended within the relevant project. Such income
is only recognised to the extent that it ceases to be
repayable. The income is accounted for on an
accrual basis.

7. Resource Expended
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Sree Narayana Guru Mission of the UK
Registered Charity No. 281388

Resources expended are included in the Statement
of Financial Activities inclusive of VAT which
cannot be recovered.  Charitable expenditure
includes the direct costs of the activities. Where such
costs relate to more than one functional cost
category, they have been apportioned in line with the
direct costs of the relevant service.

8. Taxation

Sree Narayana Guru Mission of the UK is a
registered charity and is not liable for corporation
tax on its income under section 505 of the Income
and Corporation Taxes Act 1988 to the extent that it
is applied to its charitable activities.

9. Status
Sree Narayana Guru Mission of the UK is a
registered charity.

10. Reserves
Reserves are analysed under the headings
Unrestricted, and Restricted funds

11. Restricted funds
These are funds which have been given to SNGM
for specific purposes by donors

12. Fixed asset reserve

The Fixed asset reserve absorbs the timing
differences arising from the different arrangements
for accounting for the consumption of non-current
assets and for financing the acquisition, construction
or enhancement of those assets for the provision of
services. The Account is debited with the cost of
acquisition, construction or enhancement as
depreciation, impairment losses and amortisations
are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities.

13. General reserves

The Executive Committee, with the approval of the
members may undertake certain activities the
proceeds from which, together with donations and
funds from other sources, are taken to the General

Reserves. These funds may be used at the Executive
Committee’s discretion.

14. Restricted reserves (earmarked)

This sets out the amounts set aside from the General
Fund balances in earmarked reserves restricted to
provide financing for future expenditure plans

Croydon Building Fund : Areserve
created out of donations received from members
and other well-wishers to support the purchase of a
centre in Croydon for Sree Narayana Guru
Mission. Use of this reserve is restricted for the
purchase of new centre with the approval of the
Executive Committee.

Education Services reserve : Areserve
has been created for providing educational services
and the balance on this reserve is accumulated from
previous years. This reserve is restricted to support
running education services for the community.

Capital Receipts reserve : A reserve has
been set aside for any major works for Sree
Narayana Guru Mission’s fixed assets mainly
accumulated from member’s monthly
contributions.

Building fund reserve : Reserve is set
aside for the use of further expansion to current
land & buildings.

Disaster Aid reserve : Set aside to
support people suffering from natural disasters or
other types of emergencies. The funds will be
released to deserving cases subject to review and
approval by the executive committee.

Dear Members

| am delighted to present the 41 & 42" annual report of Sree Narayana Guru Mission
(Mission) of the UK for the financial year ending 31%' December 2019 & 2020. On behalf of the
elected executive committee, | would like to thank all the members for entrusting myself and
the Executive Committee (EC) for the management of the Charity during 2019/20.

The 2018 committee continued in office in 2019 & 2020, and the AGM planned for 2020 was
delayed due to a number of factors including the Covid-19 Pandemic and government
restrictions stopping non-essential contact and travel which came into effect 16" March 2020.

Statement of Executive Committee and Treasurer’s responsibilities

In preparing the accounts the Executive committee and Treasurer are required to comply with the requirements
of the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP) - Accounting and Reporting by Charities SORP 2015 issued in
October 2014

. observe the Accounts Direction issued by the members, including the relevant accounting and
disclosure requirements, and apply suitable accounting policies on a consistent basis;

. make judgements and estimates on a reasonable basis;

. state whether applicable accounting standards as set out in the Statement of Recommended Practice

(SORP) have been followed, and disclose and explain any material departures in the financial
statements; and
. Prepare the financial statements on a going concern basis.

The members of SNGM has a designated Treasurer for the SNGM. The responsibilities of the Treasurer is,
including responsibility for the propriety and regularity of the finances for which the Treasurer is answerable, for
keeping proper records and for safeguarding the SNGM’s assets.

Accounting policies of SNGM

1. Accounting basis.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, modified to include the
revaluation of certain fixed assets, and in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard for Smaller Entities
(effective January 2015).The statements have also been prepared in accordance with the Statement of
Recommended Practice (SORP) - Accounting and Reporting by Charities SORP 2015 issued in October 2014
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2. Land and buildings
The Trusties hold title to the land and buildings used by the SNGM. As required by FRS102, existing buildings
and their associated land used for fundraising, administration or accommodation purposes were valued and
capitalised on the Balance Sheet at 31 December 2019 (Note 17). Subsequent additions are included initially at
cost.

3. Depreciation

Capital items costing more than £500 are capitalised as fixed assets. Depreciation is provided on all fixed assets,
at rates calculated to write off the cost or valuation, less estimated residual value, of each asset evenly over its
expected useful life.

A full year depreciation is charged in the year of disposal and none in the year of acquisition. The carrying value
of tangible fixed assets is reviewed for impairment when events and or changes in circumstances indicate the
carrying value may not be recoverable.

4. Intangible fixed assets
There are no intangible assets held by SNGM.

5. Cash Flow Statement

The executive committee have taken advantage of the exemption in Financial Reporting Standard No 1 (revised)
from including a cash flow statement in the financial statements on the basis that the charity is small.

6. Income

Income is recognised in the period to which it relates, unless specified otherwise by the funder. Project funding
is, in general, repayable if not expended within the relevant project. Such income is only recognised to the extent
that it ceases to be repayable. The income is accounted for accrual basis.

7. Resource Expended

Resources expended are included in the Statement of Financial Activities inclusive of VAT which cannot be
recovered. Charitable expenditure includes the direct costs of the activities. Where such costs relate to more
than one functional cost category, they have been apportioned in line with the direct costs of the relevant
service.

8. Taxation

Sree Narayana Guru Mission of the UK is a registered charity and is not liable for corporation tax on its income
under section 505 of the Income and Corporation Taxes Act 1988 to the extent that it is applied to its charitable
activities.

9. Status
Sree Narayana Guru Mission of the UK is a registered charity.

10. Reserves
Reserves are analysed under the headings Unrestricted, and Restricted funds

11. Restricted funds
These are funds which have been given to SNGM for specific purposes by donors

12. Fixed asset reserve

The Fixed asset reserve absorbs the timing differences arising from the different arrangements for accounting for
the consumption of non-current assets and for financing the acquisition, construction or enhancement of those
assets for the provision of services. The Account is debited with the cost of acquisition, construction or
enhancement as depreciation, impairment losses and amortisations are charged to the Statement of Financial
Activities.
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13. General reserves
The Executive Committee, with the approval of the members may undertake certain activities the proceeds from
which, together with donations and funds from other sources, are taken to the General Reserves. These funds
may be used at the Executive Committee’s discretion.

14. Restricted reserves (earmarked)

Year 2020 Update

The 2019 Committee could not hold an AGM in 2020 due to the COVID-19 pandemic and the
restrictions imposed by the UK Government prohibiting the congregation of people since
March 2020.

Following the success of last year’s Scottish trip; in February 2020, the committee appointed
committee member Mr Muraleedharan to liaise with Tour operators “Harry Shaw” to formulate
an Ireland Trip. Our successful trip last year and the attractive itinerary selection for the 2020
tour paved the way for a high demand of tickets to Ireland and consequently, the tickets were
sold out in 3 days. This was a testament to the renewed trust tour-goers had in the Mission’s
high value for money trips. Mission thanks Mr Muraleedharan for his effort in this regard. Sadly
the trip had to be postponed to 2021 due to the uncertainties of travel restrictions over the
Pandemic, however, a full refund was made to passengers requesting return of the ticket price.

We all know of the devastation, misery and chaos that the COVID-19 Pandemic had on all of
us personally, and the sufferings by our friends, family and other fellow human beings
worldwide. The committee were diligent enough to suspend all social activities at the Mission
centres in East Ham, Croydon and Southall in early March as soon as we heard of the reports
of pandemic and its ferociousness. The EC thus made a very difficult but prudent decision to
suspend our operations and activities with a regular monthly review, which included education,
pooja and other activities that involved social contact w.e.f. 23 March 2020.

We thank all members and supporters of the
Mission for their generous donations towards this worthy cause Volunteers included Mr & Mrs

Prasobh, Risa Dharmarajan, Sasi Nair, Ranjith Pushpangadan, Miss Yolenn and L
Dileepkumar.

Whilst the East Ham premises remained vacant, the EC arranged for the overhaul and
replacement of the heating systems in all three floors as well as the ventilation system. The
Mission thanks our member Mr R Prasad from Croydon for his dedication, work and donations
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this year to the Mission. We are also pleased to report and thank the Local Councils in
Newham and Croydon for their grants which have greatly supported the Mission’s financial
position. The local charity Centre4M wound down their operations in August 2020 and the
trustees approved a grant of £4000 with a recommendation that the proceeds might be used
as a seed fund to start some form of “Pravasi Relief Fund” in the future, a project they could
not fulfil before winding down. We thank Mr Prasannan and the trustees of Centre4M for their
generosity and trust in the Mission. All grant funding in 2020 have significantly helped to ease
some of the financial burden on the SNGM during a very difficult and challenging year.

Croydon centre remained closed to the public during COVID lockdown , however we also wish
to thank Mr Shaiji Vasudevan & family for conducting and sponsoring Special Pooja for Guru
Jayanthi, Guru Samadhi, and Sivarathri events despite the travel difficulties. We wish to thank
Mr Shaji Vasudevan for his dedication to the Croydon Centre. He volunteers his services
unconditionally to conduct daily and special poojas and donates fresh flowers and garlands.
His service to the Croydon Centre continues to prove invaluable and we are truly blessed to
have a devotee like him.

A team of EC members also contacted elderly members during COVID lockdown to have a
chat to ensure their safety and wellbeing. The EC is also grateful to Mr Subash Sadasivan and
Pravin Vijay for their support. A great deal of effort was put in by another team to bring
membership details up to date, including telephone numbers, and where possible to update
contact numbers. This will be useful to set up standing orders and electronic collection of
membership arrears and subscription in the future.

As part of the health and wellbeing of our members, we launched several online Skype
sessions to engage people during the lockdown. These programmes started with a weekly
Skype session chaired by Swamy Tyageeswaran of Gurukulam on “Unlocking
Daivadasakam”.

We also started a “Lets Talk Health series” led by Dr Jason Suresh initially addressing and
understanding truths and myths of COVID-19. In subsequent sessions, he went on to support
the initiative and co-chaired with other medical doctors and consultants to give a more
comprehensive explanation on a number of other health issues concluding with Questions and
Answers. Participating Doctors and consultants included Dr Chidambaram Nethaji, Dr Bapu
Sathyaijith, Dr Hena Vijayan, Dr Saman Ahmed, and Dr Sudhir Sukumar. All these video
recordings are on YouTube and is accessible though the link on our website www.sngm.org.

Mission also embarked on mental wellbeing group, via Skype on growing vegetables and
sharing best practices in gardening. All these groups gave members an alternative means to
communicate with friends and family in a positively engaging and productive way.

Other skype sessions included coffee with Nancy Yeilding, a disciple of Guru Nitya
Chaithanya Yathi and Head of Island Gurukula Aranya, Washington, USA. Nancy Yielding
was scheduled to visit us in May/June 2020 but was postponed due to Covid-19. Special
thanks again to Mr Sanal Madhavan (GDP sub-committee Vice-chairman) for liaising with
Gurukulam & Dr Jason Suresh for liaising with the medical doctors and organising the above
classes.
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This year, the focus of the Editorial Board was set up to review progress on website
development which was in progress for the past few years and to manage the development to
conclusion.

In preparing the accounts the Executive committee and Treasurer are required to comply with the requirements

(SORP) have been followed, and disclose and explain any material departures in the financial
statements; and
. Prepare the financial statements on a going concern basis.

The members of SNGM has a designated Treasurer for the SNGM. The responsibilities of the Treasurer is,
including responsibility for the propriety and regularity of the finances for which the Treasurer is answerable, for
keeping proper records and for safeguarding the SNGM’s assets.

Accounting policies of SNGM

15. Accounting basis.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, modified to include the
revaluation of certain fixed assets, and in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard for Smaller Entities
(effective January 2015).

The statements have also been prepared in accordance with the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP) -
Accounting and Reporting by Charities SORP 2015 issued in October 2014

16. Land and buildings

The Trusties hold title to the land and buildings used by the SNGM. As required by FRS102, existing buildings
and their associated land used for fundraising, administration or accommodation purposes were valued and
capitalised on the Balance Sheet at 31 December 2019 (Note 17). Subsequent additions are included initially at
cost.

17. Depreciation

Capital items costing more than £500 are capitalised as fixed assets. Depreciation is provided on all fixed assets,
at rates calculated to write off the cost or valuation, less estimated residual value, of each asset evenly over its
expected useful life.

A full year depreciation is charged in the year of disposal and none in the year of acquisition. The carrying value
of tangible fixed assets is reviewed for impairment when events and or changes in circumstances indicate the
carrying value may not be recoverable.

18. Intangible fixed assets
There are no intangible assets held by SNGM.

19. Cash Flow Statement

The executive committee have taken advantage of the exemption in Financial Reporting Standard No 1 (revised)
from including a cash flow statement in the financial statements on the basis that the charity is small.

20. Income

Income is recognised in the period to which it relates, unless specified otherwise by the funder. Project funding
is, in general, repayable if not expended within the relevant project. Such income is only recognised to the extent
that it ceases to be repayable. The income is accounted for accrual basis.

21. Resource Expended
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Resources expended are included in the Statement of Financial Activities inclusive of VAT which cannot be
recovered. Charitable expenditure includes the direct costs of the activities. Where such costs relate to more
than one functional cost category, they have been apportioned in line with the direct costs of the relevant
service.

22. Taxation

Sree Narayana Guru Mission of the UK is a registered charity and is not liable for corporation tax on its income
under section 505 of the Income and Corporation Taxes Act 1988 to the extent that it is applied to its charitable
activities.

23. Status
Sree Narayana Guru Mission of the UK is a registered charity.

24. Reserves
Reserves are analysed under the headings Unrestricted, and Restricted funds

25. Restricted funds
These are funds which have been given to SNGM for specific purposes by donors

26. Fixed asset reserve

The Fixed asset reserve absorbs the timing differences arising from the different arrangements for accounting for
the consumption of non-current assets and for financing the acquisition, construction or enhancement of those
assets for the provision of services. The Account is debited with the cost of acquisition, construction or
enhancement as depreciation, impairment losses and amortisations are charged to the Statement of Financial
Activities.

27. General reserves

The Executive Committee, with the approval of the members may undertake certain activities the proceeds from
which, together with donations and funds from other sources, are taken to the General Reserves. These funds
may be used at the Executive Committee’s discretion.
