It has been a very busy year for the Sports Hall. HPFA Committee has agreed
to focus on the key objective of providing a range of sports activities for all
age groups. This goal has been achieved and we are pleased to report that
the following clubs remain active and well supported:

Sadly, mid season 2024/5 Hingham AG Football Club withdrew from the
league due to insufficient players to fulfil fixtures. We have offered pitch hire
to both Breckland United FC and a new Hingham Team for Saturday

adult matches during the 2025/6 season, as well as the Hingham under 11’s
team, and a new Breckland United Under 15’s team playing in a Sunday
league. We await confirmation from the teams concerned.

Whilst in the past, large social events have been held on the premises, the
weather during the last year led to the cancellation of a number of events due
to extreme wet weather. Allowing vehicles onto playing pitches proved
impossible without causing irreparable damage so sadly the 40’s weekend
and car show could not go ahead. It was also clear that the infrastructure at
the hall (drainage and sewage systems) was designed tosupport smaller
scale sporting events rather than commercial events attracting several
thousand visitors. The renewed focus on sporting activities reflects our
charitable purpose and will underpin our future developments. We have
continued to welcome smaller scale events such as the Bottle Collector’s
annual meeting and regular Safe Rescue for Pets Charity Coffee mornings.
We enjoyed hosting the Santa’s Grotto



Committee Family Fun Day during the summer of 2024 and look forward to
welcoming them again in August 2025.

We have invested in new LED lighting in the Sports Hall, which has reduced
our carbon footprint, reduced costs and, equally importantly, improved the
playing environment for all indoor sports. We have entered a contract with
Anglian Water, who have installed a mast on site which will provide regular
income. We have carried out extensive refurbishments to the playspace at
the Sports Hall, as well as the Welcomme Space- this is subject of a detailed
separate report. We continue to host the Hingham Community Cupboard on a
weekly basis, their work is subject to a separate report. Hingham Sports &
Social Club, trading as Abrahams, continue to rent the bar area from HPFA
and host wakes, parties, quizzes and bingo regularly, as well as pool, darts
and cribbage.

We are keen to attract new committee members and trustees to ensure that
our Sports & Social Facilities are viable for the future. Please take the
opportunity to chat with me (A/Chair) or other committee members if you
are interested.

The Trustees and committee of Hingham Playing Fields Association (HPFA) are
delighted to present our annual report to Hingham town Council and the residents of
Hingham.

The HPFA sports hall remains an invaluable resource in the town of Hingham,
offering much needed sports facilities and activity classes for residents as well as
plenty of open space for children and families, a cricket pitch and two football
pitches, outdoor gym equipment, a play space, a skateboard park, and a large,
grassed area for dog walkers.

Indoor facilities include badminton courts, pickleball courts, changing facilities and a
viewing platform.

In 23/24 the cost-of-living crisis had a significant impact on the running costs
required to keep the facilities open. This has required careful budgetary
management. Plans for 24/25 include completing grant applications to obtain funds
to enable us to reduce our electricity costs and become more energy efficient.

Other plans for 24/25 include fundraising to repair and replace our playground
facilities which are becoming tired and challenging to safely maintain.

We have been delighted to welcome Hingham Community Cupboard Charity in
making their home within our facility. We believe this has raised the profile of the
charity and provides better support for families in need within our communities.

The HPFA remains home to a number of successful sports clubs such as cricket,
football, tennis, table tennis, short mat bowls, pickleball, archery, judo, and
badminton. Each of these clubs provide reports for the HPFA.

Several of our sports clubs have expanded and become regional centres of
excellence. The HPFA is now the South Norfolk home of pickleball, the Judo club
has started planning to host regional competitions and booking extra sessions at
HPFA to give the players specialised competition training. The Hingham Bowmen
(archery club) has been hosting tournaments and the Short Mat Bowls team will be
running a national competition weekend in October. The table tennis team have
entered a team to play in The Wymondham Summer League and will shortly be
adding additional sessions to their weekly timetable.



The committee have installed a new board at the entrance to the HPFA facilities,
sponsored by several of our sports clubs and our partner in the sports centre,
Abrahams Bar and Clubhouse.

We continue to work very closely with Abrahams Bar and Clubhouse and Apollo
events to provide a range of family friendly and seasonal activities to entertain and
bring people together.

We now submit this report to Higham Town Council and residents of Hingham for
their information and approval.

Inside the building, the spacious hall is marked out for three badminton courts, a
basketball court and pickleball courts.

The chairperson and committee of Hingham Playing Fields Association are
delighted to present this annual report for Hingham town Council and the
residents of Hingham.

In January 2021 the Covid-19 pandemic was still very challenging. We were still
wearing masks, not meeting our family or friends on a regular basis, not able to
worship in person and most people were working from home if they could.

The HPFA was grateful to receive government grants from South Norfolk Council
to enable the sports hall and facilities to continue operating, even though we
were not able to open for a considerable amount of time last year.

Once we were able to open the facilities again, we introduced strict hygiene &
safety guidance and set about slowly reintroducing sporting and social activities .

The committee returned to in-person meetings in the summer of 2021 with
ambitious plans to generate more opportunities for activities and events, to
support the health and well-being of our local residents and communities. Some
of our more senior residents told us how socially isolated and lonely they had felt
during the pandemic, and as a group we wanted to address this.

Our cricket and football clubs both did exceptionally well last season and are
both expanding the number of teams that they are running.

Hingham cricket club first team have been promoted to the premium
cricket league- the Norfolk cricket alliance, with the seconds/development
team still in the Norfolk cricket league. There is the reintroduction of the
Hingham pirates Sunday cricket team into the Norfolk Sunday cricket
league. They now have two qualified level 2 coaches. Youth All Star cricket
has good numbers for this year booked on already .There has been
investment in greener, more fuel efficient machinery. They have entered
more midweek competitions to give more people a chance, to get involved
with the club and play the game

Expansion:

They are working on developing women’s cricket, expanding children’s
cricket through the All Star program and they are promoting via the school



network and looking at ways to become a greener club, they are exploring
possibilities for a water bore hole.

Tennis

- Junior players continue to perform well in competition locally and further afield
with players getting invited to county training and to represent Norfolk in
regional and national events.

- They held their first Tennis holiday camps post COVID, these were very well
supported and were fully booked on both days, they were very fortunate with the
weather and all the children behaved and played brilliantly and were a pleasure
to have on court!

- They continue to have good participation in the adult coaching programme, but
are always looking for more players, so if there are any new classes or sessions
people would like them to run, then do get in touch.

Future Plans are very much geared towards continuing offering the current
programme, but to also have more holiday sessions for juniors in the summer
holidays, to run an adult tennis clinic over consecutive days, LTA Youth Start
courses and to re-establish the club school/ links.

A new website was created , hinghamsportscentre.co.uk, and slowly we filled
the hall with reqular fun activities for all the family such as badminton, Judo,
parents and toddler group, Friday social coffee mornings, yoga and line dancing,
to name but a few. The hall was repainted, and new doors and windows are
imminently going to be fitted. Further work planned includes essential
maintenance to the roof.

At Christmas a wonderful free afternoon tea party was held for local senior
residents. Local businesses kindly donated food and drinks. We had live music
and a prize raffle which raised £120 for the GP Surgery in Hingham.

We have started to hold regular and popular quiz nights and prize bingo. We
have live music and visiting gourmet food outlets on weekends and are hosting a
tribute Take That this summer.

Our hall now regularly hosts events such as indoor sales, birthday parties and
craft fairs and we can accommodate many requests such as use of the bar and
refurbished kitchen.

We recently supported humanitarian efforts in Ukraine. We were a drop off point
for local donations which we then forwarded on to depots for further distribution.
We took a couple of vanloads and about 10 car loads of warm winter clothing,
toiletries, baby food and essential medicine supplied by our wonderful
community was provided this way.

We are hosting the Easter Egg trail and so far 447 tickets have been sold and
£786 raised so far. There is entertainment, a bouncy castle, a petting corner,
games and craft activities planned, as well as displaying all the craft eggs from
the Primary School and an Easter Bunny. The money will be divided between the
school and the playgroup. The HPFA is not charging for the use of the venue for
the whole of the Saturday and is donating all the money raised.



We are now busy planning 2 days of family fun activities this summer to
celebrate the Platinum Jubilee.

The chair and committee would like to thank everyone who supports and helps
with the running of the HPFA in providing these fantastic and popular facilities for
our local residents and community.

Report to Hingham Town Council 2020/21

Introduction.

The HPFA owns the Welcomme Playspace in Hardingham Street and the buildings and
facilities offered at the Sports Hall and Playing Fields on the land at Watton Road, leased
from the Town Council. It hosts a number of sports clubs including football, cricket, tennis,
short mat bowls, badminton, all of which run as independent clubs, paying HPFA for the
use of the facilities. The hall is also available for hire for private events and parties, and by
individuals to hire for private use of the indoor courts. The Sports Hall includes a Sports &
Social Club which operates separately under its own license.

The HPFA continued its efforts to update and upgrade its facilities, completing the
electrical works in line with the full Electrical Report commissioned in early 2019. We have
also completely renovated the ladies and gents toilets. We are now looking towards
refurbishment of the windows and doors, which will require applying for grant funding.

With the onset of Covid-19 in early 2020, our sports clubs were all shut down. We
implemented all required 'covid-safe' processes for access to the hall, including risk
assessments, the NHS Test and Trace barcode, and sanitisers. This allowed family
groups and 'bubbles' who were able to play outdoor tennis for example could access toilets
etc.

At Christmas we were able to help the Rector host a small Carol Service in front of the
hall, with everyone socially distanced on chairs. Over thirty people attended and it was a
lovely event.

Each Club is following its national body's regulations for returning and we are asking them
to submit a risk assessment if they need to access the hall. The Social Club has just
started offering drinks outdoors on a limited number of days. The Cricket Club has held its
first match.

On the financial front, we were able to benefit from SNDC's business support grants, and
have therefore been able to keep solvent through these difficult months. We are grateful to
them for their speedy and efficient release of these grants.

We have held three or four meetings during the period, either by zoom or a combination of
a small group in the social club and zoom. We were very glad to 'see' Daisy and Yvonne at
our last meeting in March. We are all looking forward to returning to full operation.!!
