Significant activities

The main activity of the Charity is that of providing a place of worship, where the community can enhance their
understanding of the Mudlim faith.

We are pleased that the number of attendees at the mosque are increasing year on year, bar the Covid-19 period.

Public benefit

The Trustees have had regard to the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit.

The public is able to benefit by performing their daily and other religious duties at the premises, the charity also provides a
resident clergy who is always at hand to help out with all aspects of religious matters and general advice.

Volunteers
The charity is grateful to all the volunteers who help out throughout the year and especially in the busy periods of month of
Ramdhan and Muharram, who assist in cleaning and food distribution.

ACHIEVEMENTSAND PERFORMANCE

Fundraising activities

The main sources of income for the Charity are, donations and legacies and through membership, as well as investment
income from the Licence of the Banqueting and community centre.

Performance

We are pleased that despite the dampener that the Charity experienced during the challenging period of Covid-19, the
public has now started to return to place of worship and this is evidenced in the donations and level activities that have
taken place post Covid-19.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial position

The Charity has suffered a deficit of £56,968 in the year (2023 Deficit £71,798). This has reduced reserves to £2,285,118
a the year end. The Charity has no defined policy for the amount of reserves it should carry but reserves are carried
forward in the event of deficits being incurred in the future.

Principal funding sources
The principle funding sources have been highlighted in the above paragraph under fundraising activities.

Going concern
The Trustees have assessed the ability of the Charity to continue as a going concern and determined that there are sufficient
cash balances to continue paying overheads for at least 12 months, even if income wasto fall substantialy.

FUTURE PLANS

The board has an initiated a review of the current facilities and services provided to our membership and the general public
over the coming year. The programme will commence with a comprehensive evaluation of our current building capacity
and the potential options to increase the floor space to accommodate the growing congregation and Sunday school
classroom requirements.

Beyond business as usua operations, it is also the intention of the board to reduce manua and paper-based systems and
embark on a digitisation drive. The modernisation and upgrade of the technica equipment providing audio and video
services is long overdue as well implementing environment friendly initiatives to reduce our carbon footprint by installing
energy efficient lighting systems.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT
Gover ning document
The charity is controlled by its governing document, a deed of trust and constitutes an unincorporated charity.

Recruitment and appointment of new trustees
The Executive Committee is elected every 2 years and Holding Trustees every 5 years. The Board of Trustees is comprised
of the Executive Committee and Holding Trustees, in accordance with the governing document.

K ey management remuneration
None of the trustees are remunerated for performing their roles in the Charity. Wages are paid to admin staff in line with
hours worked and minimum wages legidation.

Related parties
The Charity is not holding assets on behalf of another Charity.

Risk management

The Trustees have a duty to identify and review the risks to which the Charity is exposed and to ensure appropriate controls
are in place to provide reasonable assurance against fraud and error. The trustees do this by reviewing the Charities records
on aregular basis to identify any possible misappropriation of assets and by dealing with trusted associates in the countries
that it provides support to. There is aso a robust system in place to obtain detailed evidence that monies provided for
projects have been spent for the required purpose.

1 ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financia statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) ‘Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Irdland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019)", Financiad Reporting
Standard 102 The Financia Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland’ and the Charities
Act 2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, as modified by the
revaluation of certain assets.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it is
probable that theincome will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there isalega or constructive obligation committing the charity
to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and the amount
of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruas basis and has been
classified under headings that aggregate al cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to
particular headings they have been alocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources.

Tangible fixed assets

Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful life.
Plant and machinery - 15% on reducing balance

Motor vehicles - 15% on reducing balance

Freehold property is depreciated at 2% on revalued amount but the associated land has not been depreciated.

Taxation
The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund isincluded in the notesto the financial statements.

Pension costsand other post-retirement benefits
The charity operates a defined contribution pension scheme. Contributions payable to the charity's pension scheme
are charged to the Statement of Financial Activitiesin the period to which they relate.

Financial instruments
Classification

Financial assets and financia liabilities are recognised when the charity becomes a party to the contractua
provisions of the instrument.
Financial liabilities and equity instruments are classified according to the substance of the contractual arrangements
entered into. An equity instrument is any contract that evidences aresidua interest in the assets of the charity after
deducting dl of itsliabilities.

Financial instruments

All financia assets and liabilities are initially measured at transaction price (including transaction costs), except for
those financial assets classified as at fair value through profit or loss, which are initially measured at fair value
(which is normally the transaction price excluding transaction costs), unless the arrangement constitutes a financing
transaction. If an arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, the financial asset or financiad liability is
measured at the present value of the future payments discounted a a market rate of interest for a similar debt
instrument.

Financial assets and liabilities are only offset in the statement of financial position when, and only when there exists
alegally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and the charity intends either to settle on a net basis, or
to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneoudly.

Financial assets are derecognised when and only when a) the contractua rights to the cash flows from the financia
asset expire or are settled, b) the charity transfers to another party substantialy all of the risks and rewards of
ownership of the financia asset, or c) the charity, despite having retained some, but not all, significant risks and
rewards of ownership, has transferred control of the asset to another party.

Financia liabilities are derecognised only when the obligation specified in the contract is discharged, cancelled or
expires.

Debt instruments

Debt instruments which meet the following conditions are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the
effective interest method:

(a) The contractual return to the holder is (i) afixed amount; (ii) a positive fixed rate or a positive variable rate; or
(iii) acombination of a positive or anegative fixed rate and a positive variable rate.

(b) The contract may provide for repayments of the principal or the return to the holder (but not both) to be linked
to a single relevant observable index of genera price inflation of the currency in which the debt instrument is
denominated, provided such links are not leveraged.

(c) The contract may provide for a determinable variation of the return to the holder during the life of the
instrument, provided that (i) the new rate satisfies condition (a) and the variation is not contingent on future events
other than (1) a change of a contractua variable rate; (2) to protect the holder against credit deterioration of the
issuer; (3) changes in levies applied by a central bank or arising from changes in relevant taxation or law; or (i) the
new rateis amarket rate of interest and satisfies condition (a).

(d) There is no contractual provision that could, by its terms, result in the holder losing the principal amount or any
interest attributable to the current period or prior periods.

(e) Contractual provisions that permit the issuer to prepay a debt instrument or permit the holder to put it back to
the issuer before maturity are not contingent on future events, other than to protect the holder against the credit
deterioration of the issuer or a change in control of the issuer, or to protect the holder or issuer against changes in
levies applied by acentral bank or arising from changesin relevant taxation or law.

(f) Contractua provisions may permit the extension of the term of the debt instrument, provided that the return to
the holder and any other contractual provisions applicable during the extended term satisfy the conditions of

paragraphs (a) to (c).

Debt instruments that are classified as payable or receivable within one year on initial recognition and which meet
the above conditions are measured at the undiscounted amount of the cash or other consideration expected to be
paid or received, net of impairment.
