Structure, Governance and Management

The Trust was established by scheme dated 13 July 1880, as varied by further schemes dated 19 April
1894, 19 September 1899, 26 February 1935, 8 March 2021 and resolutions dated 10 February 2022.

The Trustees have examined the principal areas of the Trust's operations and considered the major risks
faced. In the opinion of the Trustees the Trust has established systems to mitigate those risks to an
acceptable level.

Objectives and activities

The objects of the charity are to make grants to individuals and organisations, particularly to assist young
people, the elderly, people with disabilities and other charities or voluntarily bodies in the areas of
education/training, advancement of health or saving of lives, assist with the provision of facilities for
recreation or other leisure time occupation in the interests of social welfare and prevention or relief of
poverty within the parish of Radcliffe on Trent only.

The Trust receives investment income and makes grants therefrom to eligible individuals and organisations
as decided by the trustees at their meetings held four times a year.

In planning their activities for the year, the Trustees kept in mind the Charity Commission’s guidance on
public benefit.

Achievements and performance
The charity made grants totalling £17,181 (2021: £24,414).

The trustees have worked hard to publicise the charity through various means, update the trusteeship and
continue to assist individuals and organisations requiring financial assistance in Radcliffe on Trent.

Financial review
The charity has net assets of £835,452 on 31 December 2022 (2021: £936,230).
