An adequate and working reserva polley provides
accountability and assurance that the charity’s activities are sustainable,

Total varestricted funds at the year end is £ 592,705 (2024 £ 685,213}, Our aim is to have a target mininum
reserve egual to one year of average operating costs which includes certain salaries and administration costs
which are currently funded in projects plus a provision for redundancy payments. :

This figure of unrestricted fonds may be required o suppoert core aetivities, presently Fanded in projects,
due o the uncertainty of fulure funding,

We believe that this balance of unrestricted Fands is required to ensure the stability of the organisation, to
build sustainability snd resilience, and 1o continue to carry out its aims and objectives, employment and
ongoing operations inehwling family support and Auvtism awareness activities,

This year saw the Charity move o new premises and costs associated with the office move are recorded
within the secounts. In the next linancial vear, mauny of the compulers and laptops will be required to be
replaced due to the Windows 11 upgrade. Approxinmte cost £25,000.

Restricted Funds ( note 7)

During the year ended March 2025, Restricted Fonds (Projects) continued: NHSCT and BHSCT Family
Support services reached over 500 families. NHSCT also [onds two Autism Suppoit Officers who support
500 Families per year. The Three Guineas Trust funding continues until June 2025 and supports Fundraising,
Service Development, Family Support snd core costs. BBC Children in Need provides funding for the Givls
andd Auntism Project (GAP) which funds 2 part time worker that supports 17 girls. This funding ended on

31 March 2025 and we are delighied that they BBC Children in NMeed have agreed to fund this project fora
farther three years, Puring this financial year, BBC Children in Need also funded our SPACE project which
