Roundabout Playgroup promotes play based learning environments for all pre-school
children. All children accepted regardless of religion, ethnic identity. Staff works hard to
plan activities which are educational to advance children's learning. Children enjoy 2.5
hours of play in a safe and secure environment, children also receive a nutritious snack
during the session. Parents are fully involved in the group through monthly bulletins,
settling in reports and individual conversations to ensure parents are aware of their child's
progress.
