Without distinction of age, gender, martial status, disability, sexual orientation,
nationality, ethnic identity, political or religious opinion, by associating the statutory
authorities, community and voluntary organisations and the inhabitants in a common
effort to advance education, and in particular to advance the education of the beneficiaries
by the provision of safe and satisfying group play, with the right of parents/careers to
take responsibility for and to become involved in the activities of the group and to
promote the preservation of health of the beneficiaries and to support the values

and prinicples of Early Years.
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Achievement and performance

Roundabout Playgroup promotes play based learning environments for all pre-school
children. All children accepted regardless of religion, ethnic identity. Staff works hard to
plan activities which are educational to advance children's learning. Children enjoy 2.5
hours of play in a safe and secure environment, children also receive a nutritious snack

during the session. Parents are fully involved in the group through monthly bulletins, settling
in reports and individual conversations to ensure parents are aware of their child's progress.
