General Information

The charity is a private limited company by guarantee, registered in Northern Ireland and a registered
charity in Northemn Ireland.

Accounting convention

The principal accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the financial statements are set out
below and have remained unchanged from the previous year, and also have been consistently applied
within the same accounts.

The charity constitutes a public benefit entity as defined by FRS102. The financial statements have
been prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended
Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland Charities SORP 2019 (FRS102), Charities Act
(Northern Ireland) 2008, and the Companies Act 2006.

The financial statements are prepared on a going concern basis under the historical cost convention,
modified to included certain items at fair value. The financial statements are presented in sterling
which is the functional currency of the charity.

Income

All incoming resources are included in the SOFA when the charity is legally entitled to the income
and the amount can be qualified with reasonable accuracy. The following specific policies are
applied to particular categories of income:

Voluntary income is received by way of grants, donations and gifts and is included in full in the
statement of financial activities when receivable. Grants where entitlement is not conditional on the
delivery of a specific performance by the charity, are recognised when the charity becomes
unconditionally entitled to the grant.

Donated services and facilities are included at the value to the charity where this can be quantified.
The value of services provided by volunteers has not been included.

Gifts donated for resale are included as incoming resources within activities for generating funds
when they are sold.

Resources expended

All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis as a liability is incurred and has been classified
under headings that aggregate all costs related to the category.

Charitable expenditure comprises those costs incurred by the charity in the delivery of its activities and
services for its beneficiaries. It includes both costs that can be allocated directly to such activities and
those costs of an indirect nature necessary fo support them.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of the general
objectives of the charity and which have not been designated for other purposes.
