The preparation of the financial statements requires the Trustees to make judgements, estimates and assumptions
that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and
expenses.

Income and endowments

All income is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to that income after any performace
conditions have been met, the amount can be measured reliably and it is probable that income will be received.
All income is allocated to the applicable income heading that aggregate similar income to that category.

Donations and legacies

Donations are recognised when the charity has been notified in writing of both the amount and settlement date.
In the event that a donation is subject to conditions that require a level of performance by the charity before the
charity is entitled to the funds, the income is deferred and not recognised until either those conditions are fully
met, or the fulfilment of those conditions is wholly within the control of the charity and it is probable that these
conditions will be fulfilled in the reporting period

Expenditure

All expenditure is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to that expenditure, it is probable
settlement is required and the amount can be measured reliably. All costs are allocated to the applicable
expenditure heading that aggregate similar costs to that category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to
particular headings they have been allocated on a basis consistent with the use of resources, with central staff
costs allocated on the basis of time spent, and depreciation charges allocated on the portion of the asset’s use.
Other support costs are allocated based on the spread of staff costs.

Charitable activities

Charitable expenditure comprises those costs incurred by the charity in the delivery of its activities and services

indirect nature necessary to support them.

Governance costs
These include the costs attributable to the charity’s compliance with constitutional and statutory requirements,
including audit, strategic management and trustees meetings and reimbursed expenses.

Taxation

The charity is considered to pass the tests set out in Paragraph 1 Schedule 6 of the Finance Act 2010 and
therefore it meets the definition of a charitable company for UK corporation tax purposes. Accordingly, the
charity is potentially exempt from taxation in respect of income or capital gains received within categories
covered by Chapter 3 Part 11 of the Corporation Tax Act 2010 or Section 256 of the Taxation of Chargeable
Gains Act 1992, to the extent that such income or gains are applied exclusively to charitable purposes.

Tangible fixed assets

Impairment

For financial assets carried at amortised cost, the amount of impairment is the difference between the asset's
carrying amount and the present value of estimated future cashflows, discounted at the financial asset's original
effective interest rate. For financial assets carried at cost less impairment, the impairment loss is the difference
between the asset's carrying amount and the estimate of the amount that would be received for the asset if it
were to be sold at the reporting date.

Where indicators exist for a decrease in impairment loss, and the decrease can be related objectively to an event
occuring after the impairment was recognised, the prior impairment loss is tested to determine reversal. An
impairment loss is reversed on an individual financial asset to the extent that the revised recoverable value does
not lead to a revised carrying amount higher than the carrying value had no impairment been recognised.
