The first 3 months of the year were as normal with various activities carried out by our staff 
especially around Easter with centre a hub of activity for the local community and beyond. 

Events in July changed that as transactions and staffing records showed discrepancies. 
Discrepancies which were alarming and as a result the Department for Communities and 
eventually the PSNI were called in and a full scale investigation was launched and to this day 
continues. 

Despite this set back members of the local community were determined to see the centre 
continue to function albeit in a reduced manner. This included:- 

• A limited summer scheme for 50 young people 
• A camping trip to Enniskillen for 6 local families 
• A community event to mark the death of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth 
• Crafty Ladies Gatherings every Wednesday 
• A local church continued to use the centre every Sunday  
• A local flute band held practice sessions twice a week 
• Weekly dance classes continued 
• The Connect Club continued 
• The gym continued to be open for the community to use. 

Meanwhile the caretaking duties continued on a voluntary basis and we are eternally grateful 
to the volunteers who kept the Centre ticking over. 

We look forward to the day when the investigations are complete and the Centre returns to 
normal.
