GENERAL INFORMATION

Tullycarnet Community Support Services Ltd is a company limited by guarantee incorporated in Northern

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparation. . : !
The financial statements have been prepared on the going concern basis under the historical cost convention,
modified to include certain items at fair value. The financial statements have been prepared in accordance
with the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP) "Accounting and Reporting by Charities preparing their
accounts in accordance with the Financiai Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland
FRS 102", applying Section 1A of that Standard.

As permitted by the Companies Act 2006, the charity has varied the standard formats in that act for the
Statement of Financial Activities and the Balance Sheet. Departures from the standard formats are to comply
with the requirements of the Charities SORP and are in compliance with section 4.7, 10.8 and 15.2 of that
SORP.

Statement of compliance

The financial statements of the charity for the financial year ended 31 December 2017 have been prepared on
the going concern basis and in accordance with the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP)
"Accounting and Reporting by Charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Repubiic of lreland FRS 102", applying Section 1A of that Standard.

income

Income is recognised by inclusion in the Statement of Financial Activities only when the charity is legally
entitled to the income, performance conditions attached to the item(s) of income have been met, the amounts
involved can be measured with sufficient refiahility and it is probable that the income will be received by the
charity. % ¢

Income from charitable activities

Income from charitable activities include income earned from the supply of services under contractual
arrangements and from performance related grants which have conditions that specify the provision of
particular services to be provided by the charity. Income from government and other co-funders is recognised
when the charity is legally entitled to the income because it is fulfilling the conditions contained in the related
funding agreements. Where a grant is received in advance, its recognition is deferred and included in
creditors. Where entitlemert occurs before income is received, it is accrued in debtors.

Grants trom governments and other co-funders typically include one of the following types of conditions:

m Performance based conditions: whereby the charity is contractually entitled to funding only to the extent that
the core objectives of the grant agreement are achieved. \Whare the charity is meeting the core objectives of a

grant agreement, it recognises the related expenditure, to the extent that it is reimbursable by the donor, as
