The Trustees present the annual report and statement of Receipts and Payments and Assets and
Liabilities for Mullaghmeen Baptist Church for the year ended 31 December 2022.

Objectives and Activities

There is no possibility of harm arising from the purposes of
Mullaghmeen Baptist Church as the purposes relate to those who wish to pursue them and are not forced on those who reject
them. Mullaghmeen Baptist Church's beneficiaries are the section of the public that are members and adherents to the church
and any members of the public who wish to attend the church. There is no private benefit arising out of the purposes of
Mullaghmeen Baptist Church.

- We will respond without delay to concerns or allegations that a child or vulnerable adult may have been
harmed, cooperating with the police and social care services in any investigation.

- We will challenge any abuse of power by anyone in a position of trust.

- We will seek to offer pastoral care and support to anyone who has suffered abuse, developing with
them appropriate pastoral support.

- We will seek to offer pastoral care and support, including supervision and referral to the proper
authorities, to any member of our church community known to have offended against a child, young
person or vulnerable adult.

The Trustees have reviewed the budgets for the year ahead and are satisfied that there are adequate

funds in place to ensure that the church can continue its activities and the financial statement for the
year ended 31 December 2021 can be signed off as a going concern.

Structure, Governance and Management

Governing Document and Constitution of the Charity
Consituted as a Charity by Trust Deed.

Recruitment and Appointment of Deacons & Elders (Trustees)

Those eligible to serve as Elders shall:
i. be chosen from the male (according to biological gender at birth) membership of the Church
ii. be in membership for at least two years; or have been a member of another Baptist Church for at

least two years

iii. be of good standing within the Church;
iv. display the necessary Scriptural qualifications laid down in 1 Timothy 3 and Titus 1; and
v. affirm and hold unreservedly to the Doctrinal Statement of the Church.
5.1.3 Term of Office With the exception of a Pastor, Elders shall step down from office after serving a period of five years, but
they shall be eligible for reappointment in accordance with the procedure set out in 5.1.4.
5.1.4 Recognition of Elders Candidates for the office of Elder shall be proposed by the existing eldership. Nominations may be
given to the eldership for their consideration. The elders will consult with those nominated and, where appropriate, their
spouses. Any nominations will be held in confidence by the eldership. The candidate(s) will be required to give consent for their
names to go forward for election.



Organisational Structure

Mullaghmeen Baptist Church is an independent church with a membership overseen by elders,
appointed by the membership, and practically looked after by deacons, appointed by the
membership. MBC is p the Association of Baptist Churches in Ireland.

Statement of Trustees' Responsibilities
The Trustees are responsible for preparing the Trustees' Report and the statement of Receipts and
Payments and statement of Assets and Liabilities in accordance with applicable law and regulations.

The laws applicable to charities in Northern Ireland with income of less than £250,000 requires the
Trustees to prepare a statement of Receipts and Payments and a statement of Assets and Liabilities
for each financial year.

The Trustees are repsonsible for keeping accounting records that are sufficient to show and explain
the Church's transactions and disclose with reasonable accuracy at any time the assets and liabilities
of the Church. They are also responsible for safeguarding the assets of the Church and hence for
taking reasonable steps for the prevention and detection of fraud and other irregularities.

1. Accounting policies

Set out below are the principal accounting policies which have been adopted in the compilation of the
Receipts and Payments Account and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities.

a) Receipts and Payments Account
All items of income and expenditure included within the Receipts and Payments Account have been accounted
for on a cash receipts basis.

b) Statement of Assets and Libilities
i) The assets of the Church, retained for its own use comprise:
- Church Buildings

The Church Buildings are deemed to be Heritage assets as defined by the Charities SORP

(FRS 102). These Heritage assets are not included in the statement of assets and liabilities as information on
the cost of valuation is not available and such information cannot be obtained at a cost commensurate with
the benefit to the users of the accounts and to the Church.

Fixed asset investments comprising listed investments (ordinary shares), investment properties and
Representative Church Body (RCB) investments are intially recorded at cost and are then subsequently
stated at fair value at each year end date.
