The hospital is in the process of ordering a Proctomobile. The Proctomobile is used for the
assessment of patients with Faecal Incontinence. It is a portable kit for basic anorectal
mamometry and endo-anal ultrasounds and will allow one-stop assessments for patients. It will
prevent patients having to travel to Raigmore for assessment. Cost £38.000.
